Training Workshops Conducted
for ASA Coaches in Anantapur

Training workshops were conducted by PSD for
a fotal of 115 Anantapur Sports Academy
(ASA) coaches from the 13t to 16t of October,
2017 in Anantapur, Andhra Pradesh.

Two  different  1-day  workshops  were
conducted for various sports coaches of ASA,
each delivered in two separate batches.
