The workshops saw the total participation
of 201 children (46% girls) between the ages of
9-14 years from 5 centres.
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The workshops were conducted by PSD’s
frainers, with the assistance of volunteers from
KIT University.

The
classroom  sessions  involved  interactive
activities aimed to educate the children about
International Women's Day. For the practical
sessions, 2 girls from each cenfre were given
the opportunity to lead their favourite game to
their peers. For PSD trainer Laxmi Priya Sahu this
was fantastic to see, ''It is great to see the girls
lead the sessions: they are confident, giving
clear instructions, encouraging their group ond
being crecmve W|’rh the progressmns they use”’
